He will speak about the City’s challenges in dealing with rainwater, during a time marked by greater intensity of storms, heightened scrutiny by the EPA, and more frequent flash floods.  He will describe the basics of Huntington’s hundred-year old sewer infrastructure, and will discuss the technical and political hurdles in implementing solutions.
