More on REDISTRICTING


The House of Delegates has formed a redistricting committee with 30 members. Delegates Dan Poling and John Ellem from Wood County were named to the committee, which is expected to meet during Legislative Interims in Charleston June 13-15.


The committee will propose a plan for new delegate districts based on 2010 census data. The chair is House Majority Leader Brent Boggs (D-Braxton County.) 


To date no public meetings on House redistricting have been announced.  A web page linked to www.legis.state.wv.us is promised. A search there for House Select Committee on Redistricting should find it when the page is available.


With little population shift in our area since the last redistricting, no drastic changes are expected in Wood County’s State Senate or House of Delegates districts. 

There are calls for changing to 100 single-member delegate districts. If such a plan were to prevail, District 10, which encompasses Parkersburg and Vienna and currently has 3 delegates, would be divided.

The State Senate Redistricting Task Force will hold a public meeting on June 15 in Parkersburg, 7 pm – 8:30 pm in Parkersburg City Council chambers.
