A sampling of bills of interest:

    HB 4130 authorizes the public campaign financing pilot project for 2012 state Supreme Court of Appeals races. The bill is in the House Judiciary Committee and has been referred to a subcommittee comprised of Delegates Wooten (chair), Barker, Ferro, Longstreth, Ross, Wells, and Shadler. Please contact these delegates and tell them you support this bill and want to see it acted upon this year.      HB 4272 would remove the provision in the current contraceptive equity law that allows insurers to exempt coverage for contraceptives for dependent children. The bill is in the Banking and Insurance Committee. For background information on the issue, see CAG's February 5 newsletter at www.wvcag.org .

 

    HB 4388 would increase the tax on beer and designate the money for drug and alcohol abuse programs. The bill was referred to the House Judiciary Committee.
 

HB2454 and SB154 prohibit discrimination based on age or sexual orientation. Both referred to committees early in the session, no action to date.
 

    The recent US Supreme Court ruling giving corporations "personhood" under the First Amendment has caused consternation among good-government groups nationwide. The LWVUS has been giving attention to this ruling. See www.lwv.org for what the League is doing. There is also information at "News" at the Clean Elections site noted above. While this is a national issue on which the LWVUS will speak for the League, interested people (aren't we all?) are encouraged to contact their representatives in Congress as individual constituents to share their concerns and urge action.
