Fracturing rock to access natural gas has brought a boom to drilling for gas in West Virginia’s Marcellus Shale deposits. Along with the financial bonanza for drillers, landowners, and state tax revenues come environmental and landowners’ problems. 

GasLand is a documentary film showing how communities are being affected by the boom. In Dimock, PA some families could light their tap water on fire. Other possible problems that may come from the drilling are health problems, contamination of air and wells, and deterioration of roads. Property rights are also in a state of flux.
