Redistricting


The WV House and Senate have completed redistricting WV’s US House of Representatives and Legislative seats. The only change in Congressional districts was to move Mason County from the 2nd to the 3rd district. The 2nd district still defies all definitions of “compactness,” stretching from the Ohio River across the state to include the easternmost panhandle counties. (Wood County is in the 1st district.)

The House of Delegates will have fewer multi-member districts. Locally, Districts 8, 9, and 10 are unchanged. The 3rd senatorial district still includes all of Wood, Pleasants, and Wirt Counties, plus the eastern half of Roane County. Previously it included about ¾ of Roane County.
